Introduction

Community Links and Church Action on Poverty are organising these awards as part of The European Year for Combating Poverty and Social Exclusion 2010. Organisations have until 27 August 2010 to make an application.

The Tackling Poverty Awards will identify and celebrate projects that are making a meaningful contribution to people of working-age living in poverty in the UK.

People may be in poverty because of unemployment; working on a low income; working as an unpaid carer; unable to work due to Home Office restrictions; face discrimination, for example around ethnicity, age, disability, gender, sexuality, class, making it hard to find employment, or many other reasons. 

Why apply?

Benefits to applicants include:

• An opportunity to showcase their work

• Support for shortlisted community and voluntary organisations to make a film of their project to support learning and share good ideas

• Winners will receive publicity and recognition for their projects
• An invitation to the learning event and awards ceremony, held in London November 2010.

The application form is expandable so you can write your text in the boxes. 
The Tackling Poverty Awards will showcase this work by encouraging organisations to think through the impact they have had and share that with others. It will also raise awareness at a national level of the breadth and diversity of activity on the ground.

Your organisation might be one that: 

· Provides a voice for unpaid carers.

· Provides support for people who are unemployed.

· Supports people who find it difficult to find employment because of different types of discrimination.

· Provides volunteering opportunities for people. 

· Provides debt/benefit advice. 

· Works with refugees/asylum-seekers. 

· Helps with money management through a credit union

· Supports people in areas where there is little employment.

· Is a multi-purpose community centre.

These are just some examples of the types of organisations we wish to encourage to apply for this award.

Timetable for applications and the award
· Competition Lunched Mid July 

· Closing Date: 27 August
· Announcement of shortlisted and longlisted projects 3 September.
· Video cameras sent to shortlisted projects: 7 September.
· Films to be returned to us by 1 October.
· Films edited from 4 October – 22 October.
· All shortlisted organisations to have their video showcased on line by 25 October.
· Public voting begins on 25 October and lasts for two weeks until 8 November.
· Judging panel to look at the films and make their decision week beginning 8 November.
· Awards ceremony and announcement of winner at event 15 November.
General criteria for awards

The judges will look for evidence of:

1. Positive engagement with people living in working-age poverty

2. The benefits to those engaged in the project

3. The benefits to the wider community

4. Impact of the project in achieving its goals

5. The potential of the project as a role model for other organisations

Shortlisted Organisations

From all applications received a shortlist of four organisations will be decided upon by the judging panel of four individuals. Organisations will know if they have been shortlisted by 3 September.

All shortlisted organisations will receive a digital video camera to keep which will be received by 7 September. You will be asked to use this camera to record a maximum of 15 minutes of filming about your organisation, the work it does, the people you work with and the positive impact you are making. You will need to send us back the video files by 1 October. Don’t worry if you have no experience of filming as we can, if you wish, provide you with up to a half day of support/.training on using your video camera and we will edit your footage into a five-minute film. We would really encourage organisations to provide evidence of the success of your project and to include interviews with people that you support.

Longlisted organisations

There will be a long-list of organisations selected that have been identified as making a meaningful contribution to people living in poverty. All organisations selected for this long list will have their organisation and the work they do reported in a publication that will celebrate and showcase the positive work they are doing. 

Final judging

Before the final judging the short films will be put online and people given an opportunity to view and vote on who they think should win the award. This public vote will count as 20% of the final vote in deciding which organisation will win the award with the four member judging panel deciding on 80% of the vote.

The judging panel will see all the films of the shortlisted projects and use these films, along with the original application forms and endorsements to decide on the winner of the award.

The winner of the award will be announced at the EY2010 Working-Age Poverty awards ceremony in London on 15 November.

Sharing best practice

The shortlisted films will be showcased as examples of best practice on the Community Links and Church Action on Poverty websites as well as being linked to websites nationally and across Europe.
