There are hundreds of ways of raising funds for the Community Links Christmas Appeal - here are some ideas to get you kick started!

Auction of promises – Think of several promises you can auction to the highest bidder, make the tea for a week or do the lunch run, the only limits are your imagination (and what you are prepared to do!)

Slave for the day – Similar to the auction of promises but this time you are auctioning yourself for the day!  Who knows what you will be asked to do?  So make sure you get a good price!

Raffle – Ask companies and colleagues to donate prizes and raffle them off.

Quiz Night - Make the most of your Christmas social time by running a quiz night.  Community Links has a ‘How to run a Quiz Night’ pack with questions, written especially for our Christmas 2009 Appeal, so send out the invites today!

Fancy dress – Dust off your Santa hats and dry clean your Elf outfits, it’s time to get dressed up for sponsorship!  Prizes for best dressed and most original costumes.

Justgiving – Set up a Justgiving page to send to your contacts for sponsorship and add your teams fundraising on there too.  All the funds come directly to Community Links making it easier for you!

Cocktail night – Hold a Cocktail Night.  Guests pay £10 to enter, bring some spirits of their choice, and compete for the ‘King of Mixology’ title.

Look after the pennies….. – Get the whole office to donate all their pennies for a week, we can provide collection boxes.  And a Swear box is always a high earner!

Jail n’ bail – Your victim participant of choice (usually the boss!) is ‘arrested’ and taken to ‘jail’ (be creative) where a ‘bail’ amount is set.  They must then raise their bail by contacting friends, colleagues and family until the bail amount is raised.

Jumble Sale - De-junk your life and increase your fundraising by holding a 21st Century style jumble sale and sell it all on eBay!

Pamper Session – Why not spoil yourself and your friends to a pamper evening and get gorgeous for the Christmas season?  Invite your local Body Shop and Virgin Vie consultants to provide facials and manicures for a donation, or a hire in a masseuse to swap massages for donations after the office Christmas party.
Christmas food day:  Experience different Christmas traditions by holding a Christmas themed lunch at work. Everybody brings in their favourite Christmas dishes to share for lunch, £5 entry fee.
